This depot has sole distribution rights for a wide range 
of products, including water equipment, pesticides and fertilizers, animal 
health products and feeds, DIY and gardening supplies as well as saddlery 
and equestrian accessories.

Karakul - Agra is the only organisation that offers a sorting centre where 
pelts destined for auctions are classifi ed and sorted, under the registered 
name swakara. About 130 000 karakul pelts are sorted annually in Wind-
hoek, for sale at auctions in Copenhagen, Denmark. These pelts have long 
been a trend setting favourite with European designers.
