RECOGNITION OF NAMIBIAN LEADERS AND ACHIEVERS - GOLD FOR AGRA

Namibia’s businesses, national and local government and individuals in both sectors were honoured at a special awards function at the Safari Court Hotel & Conference Centre, Windhoek on Tuesday 7 March 2006, hosted by Professional Management Review (PMR) - southern Africa’s leading research-based, business journal.

The awards are based on the results of a survey published by PMR in December 2005 and conducted by the company’s independent research unit – PMR Research. For many years, this unit has conducted similar surveys of SA provinces and neighbouring countries (Mozambique, Botswana, etc) to showcase companies, government departments and people perceived as stimulating and developing economic growth in each province/country. • Companies doing most in their sector to stimulate and develop Namibia’s economic growth in any sector doing most for BEE, fighting HIV/Aids

• Development agencies and SOEs doing most to enhance economic growth and development

• Most preferred executive restaurants, golf courses, hotels, etc.

• Cities/towns doing most for social upliftment, local and foreign investment, job creation, etc

• Individuals achieving goals and making a difference

• Business people delivering outstanding service and contribution to the Namibian economy

• Mayors deserving special recognition for achievements in the past year

• Individuals in the Namibian political arena held in high esteem

• Most pro-active national government ministries (based on achievements in the past 12 months).Doing most for prosperity and growth in Namibia. Achieving goals over the past year.

Conceived, implemented and funded solely by PMR, the survey’s aims to identify and applaud Namibia’s leaders culminate on Tuesday 7 March 2006 when the results were officially released and the country’s achievers received their prestigious PMR Awards and the acclaim of their peers.
