WHITE SWAKARA - SOLD WELL IN COPENHAGEN

The prices for white swakara increased at the Kopenhagen Fur auction on Sunday 12 September, with the highest price having been DKK930 (Danish Krone). This was paid by Bourtsos Konstantinos from Greece for a lot of 107 O Selected white pelts. In Namibian Dollar it is N$ 1 140. 

The average price for swakara at this auction was DKK278, which is an increase of  7,8 % in the Danish Krone price compared to the April 2010 auction, but was ﬁ rm in Namibian Dollar (N$ 341) due to a strengthening of the NAD.  

The average prices achieved for the different pelts were as follows: Black pelts: DKK 253, an increase of 5,1% compared to the April 2010 auction. In Namibian dollars, the price was N$310, a decrease of 3.4% White pelts: DKK 514, which is an increase of 18,5%. Some of the white pelt grades achieved a 34% higher price compared to the April 2010 auction. Grey pelts were sold again on this auction and achieved a price of DKK 282, an increase of 29% from the September 2009 auction. 

A total of 63 105 pelts were on auction, bringing the total number of swakara pelts marketed through Kopenhagen Fur in 2010 to 138 975. The current offer consisted of 50 007 black, 5 625 white, 5 274 grey, 328 brown and 1871 sundry pelts.

The highest price paid for black pelts in Danish Krone was 470, paid by Otmar Sladky from Austria. In Namibian Dollar, this amounted to N$ 576, for a lot of 110 O Light Selected Extra pelts. The highest price paid for grey pelts was DKK 490, paid by Kopenhagen Fur Studio from Denmark.

Italy was the biggest buyer with Greece second. Other countries who bought swakara were USA, England, Hong Kong, Germany, Switzerland and Turkey.

"I bid because it was the best bundle available”, Mr. Bourtsos says and explains that the top quality pelts will be used in the manufacturing of some yet unspeciﬁ ed garment that will be exhibitioned as Bourtsos Konstantinos’ main attraction on coming fur fairs at Milan, Paris, Hong Kong, Madrid, Kastoria and Moscow.

It’s the sixth time Mr. Bourtsos buys the top lot at Kopenhagen Fur and he only manufactures swakara.

“I worked with it for many years so it has become my speciality”, Mr. Bourtsos says and adds that he only has one wish for the pelts that he has specialised in: “I wish there were more swakara colours”.
